And
importing luxurious seafood is not new; in the late 1800A¢A A™s it was fresh oysters that were in
demand. Prohibition shut down breweries, but the craft beer movement re-inspired them. The
writing helped me realize that the way we eat (and drink) is part of a continuum. If you think that
something is new, you just havenA¢A A™t looked deeply enough into the past.There is a lot packed
into this book.
