It
has an extensive catalogue of manufacturers and model numbers. It is full of factual, descriptive
listings. Other books seem to fill their pages with quaint old advertisments,and other interesting but
uninformative material. Bunis’s books could improve on the accuracy of their descriptions. Many
times in describing a radio, they list the number of knobs, number of tubes, shape of the dial, etc.

The frustrating thing is, that just when you think you have identified your radio, you realize that the



book forgot to list the number of knobs, or some other critical detail. The descriptions are
inconsistant. The book has alot of nice photos of radios, but | find myself wishing for many more. If
the Bunis’s could solicit contributions from collectors and readers, maybe that would help. Overall,

This 248 page softbound volume is the 4th edition of the popular guide. If features more than 600
full color, sharp photos and covers over 5,000 models. There is a useful introduction to the
collectible, and it provides basic radio terms and descriptive information. Everything is listed by
company. It appears to be a very comprehensive listing, but there are probably many models that
do not appear. I'm certain no book has every model of all of the radios made. ltems are easily
located, and every major maker is included. Prices are updated for 1997. I'm a novice in this area of
collectibles, but it appears to me that the book is quite comprehensive. It has been of value to me

and I’'m sure will be to others.

Without a doubt this Guide is another valuable asset to the antique radio collector, as have been all
of the Sluser’s previous editions. Attend a club swap meet, and you’ll see fellow collectors with this
author’s book under their arms, on the seat of their vehicles, always "close at hand." Just a guide,
never the "last word™ as some antique dealers like to think, we collectors alike have always used
Sluser’s books as a reference to identify those radios not often seen in our geographical area.

This is an excellent and fairly comprehensive guide to antique radio prices and identification. The
author took over this series from Marty and Sue Bunis and continued in the same format.
Unfortunately, this is probably the last in the series.The book is organized by manufacturer and
model number and has a brief description of each radio - tube count, knobs, radio type, cabinet, and
there are plenty of pictures to help in identification. It certainly does not list EVERY model
manufactured but has a lot of them. Some previous editions of the book list radios and have pictures
that are missing from other editions so the key is to get your hands on all the back editions and

you'll have a really good set of references that cover a heck of a lot of different models. What is



missing in one book can probably be found in one of the others in the series. As a radio collector
and refurbisher, these books have been of particular help to me in identifying some of the more
esoteric models I've found in flea markets and auctions.If you really need more comprehensive
identification, a specialized book about a particular manufacturer likeA Philco Radio: 1928-1942A by
Ramirez and Prosise may be better, but this collector’'s guide is absolutely a requirement for any
collector’s reference library.These editions are a little dated now and the listed estimated market
prices are somewhat obsolete but they can give you a very rough idea of the value of that Philco

Model 60 cathedral radio that belonged to your great grandmother.

This guide gives a good overview of old radios. | agree with other readers that there are some iconic
radios that should have been pictured.However | can understand that the content had to be limited
to make the book affordable. Myself, | would pay $60 for a larger book that had 4 times the content.
Some short history on the manufacturers would have been nice too. On the positive side, this book
has made me more aware of the variety of radios that were made. | can now better decide what |

want to buy. The prices should only be used as relative value gauge.

The seventh edition isn’'t much different from the first. | really don’t see any changes except from a
different cover as my fifth edition and seventh has only a new cover. No new samples, models, or
photographs and the same outdated price values that were probably established in 30 years ago. A
radio that is valued at $50.00 sells for double and triple that on eBay and sometimes more. Lacks in
vital information for radios and skips many models. If you have one, don’t bother buying a new

edition unless you like the new cover.
