Through personal accounts that are both entertaining and educational, author and horse trainer
Nicole Brickner covers the most common behavioral issues horses develop, including bucking,
kicking, rearing, biting, bolting, and more. She begins by describing natural horse behavior and why
horses behave the way they do, and then explains how we can use this knowledge to work with a
horse on a level it can understand. Next, she explores the possible physical, behavioral, and
emotional causes of the various behaviors, and explains how the solution to a particular behavior
can be very different depending on which of those possible causes is the root of the issue. In this
unique approach, the root causes are recognized as originating from either physical (pain, hunger,
etc.), behavioral (choice, conditioning, habit), or emotional (fear, anger, instinct) sources. Depending
on which of these triggers is causing the issue, the path to resolving the behavior is very different.
Finally, Nicole explains how to address the various behaviors, with dozens of stories based on her
own experiences that illustrate solutions to each behavior, for each possible root cause. If there are
horses in your life, youa ™Il enjoy the insights and adventures in "Behavioral Issues in Horses: Why
Do They Do That?"
